A. Collins v Godefroy
Godefroy, the defendant, brought an action against an attorney for negligence and caused Collins, the plaintiff, to be subpoenaed to attend and give evidence. Godefroy was keen to ensure that Collins attended as this would help his case, so he promised to pay him one guinea per day he was at court as compensation for the loss of his time. Collins attended court for six days but was not called to give evidence. At the end of this Collins demanded payment of six guineas as per the agreement. When this was not paid, he brought an action against the defendant for the money.
a. Would the defendant receive the money? Justify with relevant provisions. [5]
B. Stevenson Jaques & Co. v McLean

The defendant, Mclean, offered to sell iron to the plaintiff, Stevenson Jaques & Co. This was for the price of 40s and the offer would remain open until Monday. The plaintiff sent telegram to the defendant, asking whether he would accept a payment of 40 over a two-month period, or what his longest limit would be for payment. McLean did not respond to this telegram. The defendant sold the iron to another party, but did not inform the Plaintiff of this action. On Monday morning, the plaintiff sent a telegram to accept the offer, unware it had been sold. The plaintiff sued the defendant for non-delivery of the iron and that this was a breach of contract.
b. Was the plaintiff justified in filing the case? What would have been the judgment of the court in this case? Justify with case law. [5]
C. Cumming v Ince
The plaintiff, an elderly lady was confined in a lunatic asylum as Ince issued a commission of lunacy against her, i.e. a threat of unlawful imprisonment in a mental home. At the hearing an agreement was entered into that the proceedings should be dropped inconsideration of plaintiff’s assigning her property to Ince as trustee. Once released the plaintiff then sought the return of the deeds on the basis she had been induced to make settlement of her property in favor of a relative by a threat of unlawful imprisonment in a mental home.
